In November 2006, Joshua was diagnosed with a 
rare autoimmune disorder. Over the next six 
months his condition worsened and he was 
diagnosed with Acute Myelogenous Leukemia in 
May 2007, which is a rare and aggressive form of 
Leukemia.

“Then there was the dancing that he learned so he 
could dance at the Marine Corps Ball, with his 
friend Jennifer, this became one of his passions and 
he enjoyed it very much. He worked hard at it, as he 
told me, it did not come naturally to him and he had 
to count out the beat and steps. He tried to get me to 
take it up, and his dad and I did make an attempt, I 
am so grateful for the few dances we did have and 
the practice sessions he insisted on, thank you Josh, 
I will cherish those steps.

Josh was a very intelligent person and I was in awe 
of him. He wrote amazing papers for school that I 
would read, and I just wanted to share them with 
others, as at times I did, he made me so proud of 
him. Joshua was insightful; his letters he would 
write home from Iraq or any other of his military 
travels were so thought provoking.”

Dance lessons at the club
Each month the club's dance instructors teach the 
beginning patterns in West Coast Swing. Students 
may start the sequence on any Thursday.

● First Thursday of the month: Left side pass, 
underarm turn, underarm turn with a hand 
change, and the right side pass.

● Second Thursday: 4-beat starter step, 
throwout, closed basic.

● Third Thursday: Sugarpush, tuck throwout, 
turning basic.

● Fourth Thursday: Basic whip, whip with an 
inside turn, and whip with an outside turn.

● And on months with a fifth Thursday: 
Basket whip and variations.

We recommend taking the basic class for three 
months before going on to the intermediate class. 
Intermediate classes teach pattern variations, 
combinations, and syncopations beyond the basics.
